	Signal Crossing – Clophill Roundabout A507

	
	JS of CBC has spoken with the Highways Department at length.  Steps have been made to improve the area in the interim.  Such as the plantation and hedges being  maintained to allow better view. However residents say this has not happened.

However in summary due to the current econmic restrictions the request for a crossing or bridge will not take place.

	Police Updates 

	
	PC Jon Woodruff gave an update on crime and police activities within the area.

There has been an increase in Burglary and Theft from Motor Vehicles.  This is unfortunate but intelligence is been gathered.  There is going to be a HVP Campaign w/c 14 June 2010 

· Willow Way works are ongoing and the police are aware of residents concerns regarding ASB.

· White Hart –Ampthill – The landlord has voluntarily closed the pub an hour earlier to deter problems.  There has been much improvement.

· Speeding through Maulden – Complaints were made from residents that this was a regular occurrence. JW of Bedfordshire Police communicated he is happy to visit residence to discuss the matter. 
· Millbrook Church Roof – A resident requested clarification regarding selling of lead . This was communicated by Sgt Andy Rivers.  However it was reiterated that due to economic climate it is likely that this may not be obeyed 
JW also communicated that a group of youths, young adults were know to the police are likely to be the cause of recent problems in the areas.  JW reassured residents they are known to police and intelligence is being gathered
