Speeding Traffic

Gordon Pearsall (Traffic Management Officer-Bedfordshire Police) gave a presentation on how the police enforce speed limits on Bedfordshire roads. He explained that the numbers of Killed or Seriously Injured (KSI) at any location ultimately determined where fixed or mobile cameras are placed. Where communities report speeding concerns in towns and villages, the police carry out data collection over two week periods at those locations. A formula is then applied to determine whether police activity with mobile cameras is justified. Currently there are 157 prioritised locations across the county. For police action, non compliance needs to be 10% or above. Recent data taken in 30mph zones in Ampthill indicated that traffic speeds in Dunstable Street and Woburn Road were below the speeding threshold determined by the formula, but Bedford Street and Church Street were above it and follow up activity by the police was justified. 
Note: John Plummer reported that ACSG have been requested by the Community Safety Forum to lead on Speeding Traffic which encompasses the above, but would seek clarification of ACSG responsibility before committing the group.                            Action JP
Feedback by John Plummer on Community Safety Partnership event on 19th January
