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Frequently Asked Questions Updated April 09
1. 
Who can apply? – APPLICATIONS MUST BE YOUNG PEOPLE LED
Young people aged 13-19 years old who want to be active in their community. The application form must be completed by young people and the project led by young people, with support of adults if required. 

Applications from young people for buildings or renovations (capital) must have the support of an organisation.
The panels will prioritise applications from hard to reach groups and those benefiting more young people. The hard to reach groups are:

· Young disabled people
· Young care leavers
· Looked after young people
· Young offenders
· Young carers
· Young refugees
· Young lesbians and gay men
· Young black and minority ethnic people
· Travellers
· Those in rural areas
However, if you have got a good idea and do not fall into any of these groups you should still apply!

What application form do I need to fill in?
There is one form which can be found on the Central Bedfordshire website (link address to be advised)  which is called the Streetcred application form (there are two copies, one with images and one without).  You fill out this form whether you are applying for activities or capital funding.

How much can we apply for?
For Youth Opportunities projects the maximum you can apply for is £10,000.00
For Youth Capital Projects the maximum you can apply for is £40,000.00
All of the rounds are extremely competitive and oversubscribed, so feel free to include more information – photo’s, copies of meeting notes / flipcharts, consultations etc.

Is there anything that you won’t fund?
· Political or religious activities or activities which promote a political or religious belief
· Project ideas that did not come from young people
· Activities which have already taken place (retrospective funding)
· Ongoing staffing costs
· Activities which should be funded from somewhere else
· Individual young people
· Activities which make a profit that is kept by one or more members of the group
· Purchase of minibuses and other motor vehicles
5.
When will we find out if we have been successful?
Activities and Capital Fund 
There will be 3 rounds in 2009/10 with deadlines on –

Mon 01 June 2009 at 4pm
Mon 05 October 2009 at 4pm 
Mon 18 January 2009 at 4pm 
We will notify you in writing if you have been successful within 3 weeks of the panel date. Only call if you have not heard after three weeks of the panel date.
6.
If we are successful when will we receive the money?

We will write to you and the grant will be paid into the bank account you gave in the application form.  We will also send you a contact and evaluation form and a receipt form. These forms must be completed and returned within 3 weeks of the project’s completion.  Failure to do so may result in the Authority taking further action.

Make sure you keep all your receipts!
