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How to fill out the application form

Name, date and application amount for your project

We need to know the name of your project, what date it will start and finish and how much in total you are applying to Streetcred for. There is space later on in the form to tell us more information.

We need you to tell us when your project will start and finish. We need these dates so we can work out when to pay you.

Your project can be of any length as long as it finishes by 1st March 2010.

It could be a one off event or take place over a number of weeks/months.

Name and contact details of the project leader – a young person

We need to know the name of the young person leading the project. This is the person who will be able to answer any questions that CBC might have and who will receive all the correspondence.
Name and contact details of a supporting adult / ORGANISATION 
You need  to have an adult /organisation to help and support you with your project. If you are applying to the Capital Fund we may need to check some information about the land / building with this person. Don’t forget – it’s your project and you must complete the application form.
Name and contact details of all young people in the project group

We require contact details for all young people who are helping to plan, run and deliver the project. This information is required by our regional Government Office GO East who we report to for Streetcred.

Numbers of young people involved / benefiting

We need to know how many young people are involved in planning and delivering the project and how many young people will benefit (e.g. people who will come to the activity or building but who have not helped plan it).  At the end of the project you will be required to submit an evaluation and contact details of all the young people who have benefited.
Project Description

This is your chance to tell us what you are planning to do and what the aim of your project is.

Will it change something in your area? Will it provide a new service or activity that you think young people need? Are you organising a trip? Planning an event? Taking part in training?

We also want to know why you think your project is needed by young people. How will they benefit? Will they get a chance to do something they haven’t done before? Learn a new skill? Go somewhere new?
Please give us as much information as you can. Give us as many details and facts as you can. This will make it easier for the panel to make a decision when it looks at your application.
Every Child Matters

The Government asked young people across the country about the things that were most important to them. The five Every Child Matters outcomes are the result. Your project needs to fit one or more of these outcomes.
The outcomes are in the form of a brief description. They are – Be Healthy, Achieve Economic Wellbeing, Stay Safe, Make a Positive Contribution and Enjoy and Achieve.

You need to tell us how your project achieves the outcomes (at least one).
Here are some examples of how your project could fit:
	Project / Activity
	ECM Outcome / Theme

	Organising an event in the community to clean up a local park
	Make a Positive contribution

	Running a music workshop where people learn to DJ
	Enjoy and Achieve

	A sports event e.g. a football tournament in the local community
	Be Healthy

	Training that supports young people to stay in education or gain employment 
	Economic Wellbeing

	Raising awareness of bullying / personal safety, ie, internet usage
	Stay Safe 


Target groups of young people

We need to know about the young people who will be using and benefiting from your project.

We need to know this information so we can make sure all young people in Central Bedfordshire are benefiting from the fund and everyone is getting a fair chance.

If your project is successful we will also need to know more about the people who use your project including their age, gender, ethnicity and if they have a disability.
Shopping List

We need to get a breakdown of what you will spend the money on. If you are not exactly sure how much each thing will cost then give us an estimate. We also need to know where the other money is coming from if the total cost of the project is more than you are asking us for.
Make sure the numbers add up to the total!

Build projects (new build / renovation)

There are some extra bits of information that we need if you are doing a building project. This is so that we are clear that the building is legally ok to build or improve. If you need more help with this section please give us a call at 01234 718646.
Monitoring and Evaluation

We hope your project will go well and we will be in touch to check with you that everything is going to plan.

However we need to know how you will judge the success of your project. Will you ask people what they think? Will you count the numbers of people who attended? How will you know if your project was a success?
Bank account details

The money can not be paid into an individual’s bank account. It must be paid into the account of an organisation or youth club and we need to now the details of the person responsible for signing the cheques.  This could be the adult who is supporting you.
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
